Here are just
two of them.

Sr. Julia Mulvihill, OSF, Class of 1962 – Sister Julia
hails from St. Barnabas Parish. She entered the Order of
St. Francis in September of 1962 and was in the first
graduating class of Our Lady of Angels College, now Neu-
mann University. From 1967-1975 Sister taught elemen-
tary school in Philadelphia and then in 1975 she became
Principal of St. Benedict’s in West Oak Lane for the next
17 years. In 1991, Sister spent several years as a foster
parent at the Franciscan AIDS baby home in Germantown.
Then in 1997 Sr. Julia became Vice President of Mission
and Healthy Community at St. Agnes Medical Center in
Philadelphia. For the past 18 years, Sister has been as-
signed to Nyumbani Children’s Home in Kenya where she
ministers to HIV orphans. Thank you, Sr. Julia for your
sacrifices and generosity to those in need.

Sr. Denise Ware, SFCC, Class of 1970 – Sister
Denise Ware is a proud graduate of MBS and graduated
from West in 1970. While at West she participated in
Sports and was a Library Aide. Initially Sister Denise en-
tered the IHM order in 1973, but later became a Sister
for Christian Community in 1986.
